“A Free Gift”  by  P as t o r  J a c kson  o f  New He i gh t s  Chur ch  &  T im  Wi s eman  o f  HOD 
A gift is something we freely give 
and receive. It always brings a 
smile to someone's face when 
they are handed a gift from a 
loved one or friend. One of the 
greatest gifts we can give to  
anyone is forgiveness. And the 
amazing part of the gift of forgive-
ness is that no matter who is on 
the end of receiving or giving, 
both parties are tremendously 
blessed. It’s interesting that after 
the most famous prayer in the 
Bible (the Lord’s Prayer), Jesus 
talks about forgiveness.  He says 
(paraphrasing) ‘make sure you 

forgive others if they do anything 
to hurt or offend you because if 
you don’t, then God won’t forgive 
you of the wrongs you have  
committed’.  When we consider 
that the Bible is clear to say that  
we “all have sinned” (Romans 
3:23), it indicates that we ALL 
need forgiveness; so to not  
forgive means to not be forgiven. 
However, forgiving others frees us 
and the other party. 
Another powerful principle about 
the gift of forgiveness is that it 
only cost you if you don't give it 
away. Forgiveness frees us from 

the trap of offense that Satan so 
often lays on our path. If we give 
this free gift away, it doesn't cost 
us anything. If we hold on to it, it 
costs us everything. Mark 11:26 
teaches us this truth. The last 
principle about this gift of forgive-
ness is that Christ has already 
given it to us for free, yet it cost 
Jesus His life. Although we have 
given Christ multiple opportunities 
to be offended at us through our 
sin, He sets the perfect example 
of forgiving us every time. Let's 
exchange the gift of forgiveness 
toward each other today.
