A young man across
from me quietly knelt down, took off his new tennis
shoes and gave them to me. He had no spare pair
to wear. It was humbling beyond measure as | had
given out of my abundance, but this young man out
of his need. | have seen this many times and | often
wonder, "who am [|", as | see the truth in the
scripture that the poor in this world are chosen to be
so rich in faith. In this simple story, | once again
see His glorious majesty.
